Act I. Scene 1. Ferrando tells the
retainers of the Count the tragedy of
their master's childhood. His brother
having fallen ill after the visit of a
gypsy, she was believed responsible and
was burned at the stake. To avenge
her death, her daughter Azucena kid-
naped the sick child, and when a child’s
bones were found in the ashes the boy
was believed dead.

Scene 2. Leonora is serenaded so
charmingly by an unknown singer that
she comes out to meet him. The
Count, too, has heard and the two men
cross swords.

Act II.  Azucena tells Manrico the
tale of her mother and the stolen child
and while she swears that he is her
own son, Manrico doubts. He tells
how he had fought with the Count
and on impulse had spared his life.

Leonora has not heard from her
troubadour and believing him dead
she plans to become a nun. Luna at-
tempts to abduct her just before the
final rites but is defeated in this pur-
pose by Manrico.

Act III. Azucena is taken by
Luna's soldiers and when the Count
learns that she is Manrico’s “‘mother™
he feels he has a double grievance
against her. Leonora and Manrico
are exchanging vows when word comes
that Azucena is to be burned and he
hurries off to save her.

Act IV. Manrico's effort results in
his capture and imprisonment with
Azucena. To free him Leonora offers
to marry Luna. She goes to the prison
to tell Manrico who doubts her love
until she falls dying at his feet from
the poison she has taken to cheat Luna.
The Count, infuriated, sends Manrico
to the stake. When the sentence is
being executed Azucena gets her re-
venge for her mother’s death by draw-
ing Luna to the window to look on as
she tells him that his victim is his own
brother.
