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GAETANO MEROLA

~ California Opera lovers hold the name of Gaetano Merola in deep respect and gratitude. For
it is largely due to his unerring vision and organizing powers that the State has realized the long
cherished dream of having its own locally maintained opera.

Gaetano Merola has achieved the impossible and has produced opera at a profit. The San
Francisco Opera Association under the able directorship of Gaetano Merola is now in its sixth suc-
cessful season. Gaetano Merola has a world-wide reputation as a producer of Opera and has a
distinguished reputation as a conductor of opera.

The son of a violinist in the court of Ferdinand II, Maestro Merola began his musical studies
at an early age. Graduating with honors at the age of eighteen, from the Royal Conservatory of
his native Naples, he came, the following year, to the United States, where he was engaged by
the Metropolitan Opera Company as assistant of its conductor-in-chief, Luigi Mancinelli. He re-
mained with that company for one season, then toured the country with a small opera concern.
Soon afterward he was secured by Oscar Hammerstein as director of his Manhattan and London
Opera House, the association covering three years. On the close of the war he formed a connec-
tion with the San Carlo Opera Company, and with that company again toured the United States.

In 1921 he came to California and while there organized a season of open air opera at Stan-
ford University, the success of which pointed out the possibilities of a local opera organization. A
prominent group of music lovers asked Maestro Merola to remain here and organize the San
Francisco Opera Company. Maestro Merola assembled his orchestra and chorus, called several
leading artists from New York and Chicago and in 1923, the company gave its initial perform-
ance. Since its foundation Merola has been the Association’s guiding spirit. He is also director-
general of the Los Angeles Grand Opera Association, founded the following year.

QUESTION: What is the Duo-Art Reproducing Piano?

A.—Yes. It is the Steinway, or Geo. Steck, or Stroud, or Weber pianoforte,
upright or grand, that has been built for playing these particular artist-made
rolls.

Q.—1s the playing of these rolls all that a Duo-Art piano can do?

A.—By no means. Your Duo-Art is first of all 2 piano, and as such can be
played by your own fingers whenever you desire. But it is far more than a
piano, for it will bring the actual playing of notable pianists right into your
home. It is not only a piano, but it is the whole world of piano music, made
available to you at your instant command.

Q.—You mention “notable pianists.” To whom do you refer?

A.—Practically any great living pianist whom you can name. Paderewski,
of course, and Hofmann, Bauer, Gabrilowitsch, Cortot, Ignaz Friedman,
Percy Grainger—the list is very long, and very interesting. You will undoubt-
edly be rewarded by examining a full copy of this great roster, which is with-
out parallel in the piano world.

Act III—Banks of the Nile, near the
temple of Isis. Amonasro and Aida are
held as hostages and he forces her to learn
from Rhadames the position of the Egyptian
army. Rhadames only seemingly consents
to become the husband of Amneris, and is
persuaded through love for Aida to give her
the information required by her father.
When Amonasro reveals his identity and
flies with Aida the despairing Rhadames
allows himself to be taken prisoner.

An institution which has grown into important stature along with the San Francisco Opera
Company as a whole is the chorus school maintained by the opera association. Here the most tal-
ented San Francisco singers have found a fertile ground for the nurturing of their musical careers.
A number of them have graduated to minor roles. Others have continued their studies abroad
with their opera training providing a substantial groundwork.

This year a new feature enhancing the importance of the opera school has been the institu-
tion of a scholarship plan whereby a selected man and woman singer from the chorus is awarded
an annual scholarship at the San Francisco Concervatory of Music. There are no tuition fees for
the chorus training, and those selected for the opera season are properly compensated. Antonio
Dell’Orefice is chorus master, and the school is under the personal supervision of Gaetano Merola,
general director. French and Italian instruction is given by U. Caiati, and dramatic instruction

by Armando Agnini.
