The Story of “Fidelio”

NOTE: Florestan, a noble Spaniard and valued friend of Don Fer-
nando, the prime minister, has incurred the hatred of Pizarro, governor
of a fortress used for the confinement of political prisoners. Pizarro
has gotten Florestan into his power, circulated a report of his death,
and confined him in the deepest of the prison’s dungeons. Leonore,
suspecting Pizarro, has disguised herself as a young man and, under
the name of Fidelio, has secured employment in the prison where she
has gained the goodwill of Rocco, chief jailer, and won the affection of
Marzelline, his daughter, to the neglect of the girl’s rustic lover,
Jacquino.

ACT |—After Jacquino’s not too well received love-making to Mar-
zelline has had many interruptions, Leonore enters heavily laden with
provisions, much to the pleasure of Rocco. Implored by Leonore, he
promises to take her to the forbidden dungeons, all save one, which
he dare not. Pizzaro, with officers and guards, arrives. Rocco gives
to him dispatches one of which warns that Don Fernando has learned
of his cruelty and is about to inspect the prison. Fearing that Florestan
will be discovered, he attempts to bribe Rocco to kill him. Rocco re-
fuses. Pizzaro then orders him to dig a grave for the body. He, him-
self, will do the murder. Leonore overhears. Besought by Leonore and
Marzelline, Rocco permits the prisoners to leave their cells and enter
the courtyard. He tells Leonore that they are to go together to the
dungeons to dig a grave. Leonore believes it to be for her husband.
Pizzaro, returning in a fury, orders the prisoners to be taken back to
their cells.

ACT |l—Florestan, chained to the wall, sings of a vision of Leonore
and sinks exhausted upon his stony bench. Rocco, Leonore and Pizarro
come into the dungeon. In the dim light Leonore can not be sure that
the prisoner, whom they think asleep, is Florestan. She and Rocco dig
the grave carrying on a duo-drama. Florestan raises his head and
speaks to Rocco. Leonore recognizing him, falls senseless. Recovering,
she implores Rocco to give Florestan the water he craves. She herself
gives him a crust of bread. The grave ready, Rocco summons Pizarro.
Entering, he orders that Leonore be sent away. She withdraws to the
background, but springs forward as Pizarro’s knife is about to descend
and declaring her identity, protects Florestan’s body with her own,
facing Pizarro with drawn pistol. Trumpets sound the arrival of Don
Fernando and Pizarro rushes away to meet him. (Scene 2) Don Fer-
nando, with Pizarro and officers, enters the courtyard and the released
state prisoners throw themselves at the Minister’s feet. Rocco, with
Florestan and Leonore, presses through the throng and reveals Pizarro’s
attempted crime. Don Fernando orders that Leonore herself shall un-
lock the fetters from her husband. And happiness comes to all save
Pizarro; to him disgrace.
